 In 1882 Peter McGuire, founder of the United Brotherhood of Carpenters, suggested a 

holiday to honor the working people of the United Statesða time to celebrate decent wages and 

working conditions.  And in 1894 President Grover Cleveland signed a bill designating the first 

Monday in September as Labor Day, a legal holiday.  However, Labor Day weekend now repre-

sents for most a final fling of summer, one last time to swim, water ski, picnic.  
 

 And perhaps itôs an appropriate time for us to recall that Jesus of Nazareth was a carpen-

ter.  Our Lord knew about the yoke of the oxen.  How a poorly fitting yoke could chafe the strug-

gling beasts beneath it.  Jesus also knew about the burden of the law that wore people down.  Not 

the Ten Commandments, but the literally hundreds of rules and prohibitions about things like 

what you could wear, or what cleanser to use, or the proper rope for drawing water from a well.  

Specific rules about what you could do on the Sabbath and what you could not do.   
 

 In Luke 13:10-17 we read about Jesus teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath.  

Present was a woman who had been disabled for eighteen years.  Jesus laid his hands on her and 

healed her.  But the ruler of the synagogue was indignant because Jesus had healed on the Sab-

bath.   
 

 Yes, Jesus stood over against all oppressive legalism imposed by the scribes and Phari-

sees, and he stood for justice, mercy, love of God and neighbor.  He said: 
 

 ñCome to me, all you that are weary and are carrying heavy burdens, 

and I will give you rest.  Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me; for 

I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your 

souls.ò  (Mt. 11:28-29) 
 

 Thatôs an invitation we can all accept.  Jesusô yoke of discipleship brings rest, rest for our 

souls.  ñCome unto meéò
